Topics: HIV/AIDS


INTRO: 

HIV/AIDS is a disease that has affected us all over the years, in some way, shape or form.  All of you should know the history of the problem in one way or another.  The disease causes more problems other than health issues.  It affects families, communities, even a country as a whole. 

The disease is transferred through contact with infected blood from a sexual partner or unsanitary syringes.  Major of its victims are adult males, however there is an increase in adult women that are diagnosed over the last few years.  Not only has the infectious disease still continued to spread all over the world, but there is yet to be a medical miracle to fully cure it.

This year WHO has created Treat, Train, Retain and called for a Special Approach on combating the disease in poverty stricken nations.  Treat, Train, Retain was created to provide consolations that discussed the issues of access to treatments, and the need to train more people to aid in medical needs in poor countries.

Your Mission: 

As a committee, all of you need to come up with a solution on how to better educated third world nations on the subject, not only on prevention, but those infected with the disease also.  Do not simply, offer free education on the subject; use as many resources as possible, anything to get people to understand what can happen and what is happening with the disease.   It can be possible to have a future with out the disease; it is our job to find out how.
